2.1 The First Party and the Sccond Party shall cooperate with each other for
fulfillment of their mandates and requirements.

2.2 The Second Party shall encourage and facllitate students and faculties of VEC,
Lakhanpur to get the Internship, Faculty Development, Skill Development,
training and capacity building from the First Party.

2.3 The First Party shall facilitate to the Second Party to fulfill the context of
mandatory provisions of Internship and capacity building, FDP.

2.4 Based on the need, First Party may support the VEC, Lakhanpur to design the
systems in fulfillment of above and have implemented through the training
centers/ institutions/ universities and the industry.

2.8 The Second Party is responsible for creating awareness among its students and
faculties regarding the programs to be offered by the First Party.

2.9 The Second Party shall send the details of all students at the time of start of the
academic session and semester to the First Party for necessary planning and
registration activities. The Second Party shall coordinate with the First Party to
select the students for the programs and to send them to the training centers/
approved industry locations. .
